	DOH SAVES regulations
	Last fall at our September meeting, we discussed about transferring patients and payments.  A discussion happened with DOH, Cheryl and Babs.  In 2008 was the last revision.  It was determined that we are never allowed to transfer patients.  We can send in our thoughts to revise but would not tell us the window to do that.  DOH signed off on a plan to transfer patients but then fined other hospitals. Jen was approached by Kim Day and Diane Diaber from IAFN at a conference.  Jen sent them the SAVEs Regs but has not heard anything back. SANE 360 -  IAFN does not support transferring patients and hospital has a duty of care.  Protocol says for adult cases, says same.  Peds protocol – every community should designate a facility to take care at peds with trained pediatric examiners.  We can make recommendations as a group.  NY is designating hospitals that have SANEs so that advocates know where to send people. Dr. Frasier is going to speak to Dr. Levine regarding pediatrics.  Dr. Rivello argued with DOH about a hospital transferring a patient to his sexual assault center in Philadelphia.  He offered to serve on a committee to discuss the regs.  The attorney from DOH was open to hearing about it again.

	 Faith reported, the initial training went well for the VTN experts.  Go live was supposed to be in March.  The biggest hold up is the camera solution.  They are working with GoPro and have a prototype.  They are now looking at July/August for go live.  Faith is working on getting the sites up to par before they can start doing exams.  They have an internet site with the team.  Safetcenter.psu.edu.  They are hiring a photographer to take photos of everyone and the sites, etc.  DOJ is coming to PSU in the next few weeks for audits.  The advisory board meeting is next Tuesday, April 17th.  They are still actively seeking a full-time or part-time person to work on campus as a clinical coordinator.  They are looking for people who can offer their expertise in many different ways.  The SAFE-T center will be looking into how they can help with the DOH issue after they are up and running.  The on call requirement is 12-24 hours per month and 1 weekend.  There are 7 or 8 people on a wait list to get on the team.
