The overall learning outcome for basic 
SANE education is to provide registered 
nurses and advanced practice nurses with 
the knowledge, and skills, and judgment to 
provide competent, comprehensive, patient-
centered, coordinated care to patients being 
evaluated for sexual assault, or suspected of 
having been sexually assaulted.
